This exercise is about writing a good newsletter, a very widespread genre of electronic text, both for companies, journalism and public organizations. There are many kinds of newsletters, so we will give you three options to choose from according to your own interest. In all three cases, it is about selecting relevant information and writing it in an engaging way. You can use Word, Dreamweaver or any other editing program, you are welcome to add pictures or graphics if you think they will enhance your newsletter. You are also welcome to write either Danish or English.

Option 1: Andelsboligforeningen

Go to http://www.odinsgaard.dk/
If you click on "nyheder" to the right, you get a huge list of news, choose some of them and make a general introduction and presentation for a 3-month newsletter. In this exercise you get to “play editor” for a limited period of time.

Option 2: Journalist

Most main newspapers have a newsletter people can subscribe to, where they get a condensed version of the most interesting events in any newspaper. Take your favourite newspaper (www.politiken.dk, www.bt.dk …) and make a newsletter about that day´s news. It is a challenge to achieve a good balance between short, focused and interesting.

Option 3: Cinema lovers

You are the editor of a small newsletter for cinema lovers. Your monthly newsletter includes some information about the latest films out this week, the most seen films, some new dvds and some gossip for cinema lovers. You have to make a newletter selecting news from these sources:

This is mainly a creative exercise, but there is a lot of information here, so it will work better if you make your selection according to an imaginary target group, this way you can bring together this exercise with the one last week.
