Enter your new schema definition in Oracle, and
perform tests (insertion and deletion of tuples) to see that the constraints are maintained.

2. GUW 7.2.6 (p. 333). Add the constraints to your schema from the previous exercise using
ALTER TABLE ... ADD CONSTRAINT ...

3. Write triggers for GUW 7.4.3 a), b), f) (p. 346).

4. Explain and test the effect of using the cascade policy instead of the set-null policy in
GUW 7.1.6.
